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The three-channel video installation ‘The First 

and Final Girl’ by Munich-based Chinese artist 

JIANLING ZHANG focuses on a different 

game: it deals with the myths of partheno-

genesis, in which the offspring is a faithful 

genetic copy of the mother, and attempts 

to visualise how time, identity and the body 

could be perceived in alternative ways.

Japanese artist FUMIE OGURA also lives and 

works in Munich.   The sculptor examines force

ratios, volumes or masses and tensions, tests 

pressure and counter-pressure and transforms 

these seemingly abstract technical aspects into 

powerful, fragile balance arrangements in her 

expansive installation ‘o. T., which metaphori-

cally explores social constellations. In this way, 

the tensile test between self-determination and 

heteronomy of female identity, the balancing of 

social power relations becomes physically tan-

gible.
